Required: •  48 ‘coins’ – variety of strips of quilting weight fabrics that measure 6” X 2.5” (cut out 
before class)   • 3/4 yard solid quilting weight fabric for sashing and framing  • 3/4 yard quilting 
weight fabric for back  • 28” x 40” piece of batting  • 1/4 yard fabric for binding

Required: • 5 fat quarter fabrics (non-directional print): 1 for outside bag body, 1 for outside 
pockets and top band, 1 for bag lining, 1 for interior pocket and top band, 1 for strap 
• 3 yards of craft fuse • thread to match

Required: • Option A:  for beginners, use bulky weight yarn and a size G crochet hook; (get 2 
skeins of yarn for fur (approx. 200 yds total) and 1 skein of a contrasting color for hooves, nose, & 
eyes). Option B:  for intermediate crocheters, use worsted weight yarn and a size E crochet 
hook; (get 1 skein of yarn for fur (at least 125 yds) and 1 skein of a contrasting color for hooves, 
nose, & eyes) • yarn needle   
Optional: bamboo or wool stuffing (poly-fil stuffing provided) 
 
Pat ternmaki ng 
Required: • scotch tape • calculator 
 
Reversible Wrap Ski rt  
Required:  • 2 1/2 yards of fabric for side 1 (cotton/cotton linen blend preferred) • 2 1/2 yards of 
fabric for side 2 (cotton/cotton linen blend preferred) • 1 yd fabric for waistband (shows on 
both sides of skirt) • thread to match waistband 
 
In t ro to Kn i t t i ng 
Required:  • 1-2 skeins Lamb’s Pride Bulky yarn (any color)  
• straight knitting needles size 10.5
