INTRO TO SEWING 
Required:  
1/2 yard fabric  
matching thread  
stuffing for pillow. 

SEWN BABY B IB   
Required:  
1/4 yard fabric for bib front top (cotton fabric suggested) 
1/4 yard fabric for bib front bottom (cotton fabric suggested) 
1/4 yard fabric for bib back (cotton flannel suggested)  
25” coordinating bias tape (not available at The U.C.C). 

 
SEWN OWL SOFTIE  
Required: 
1/4 yard fabric for front top of owl 
1/4 yard fabric for bottom and back of owl 

 
REVERSIBLE WRAP SKIRT 
Required:  
2.5 yards of medium weight cotton or linen fabric for one side 
2.5 yards of same weight and content fabric for opposite side 
1 yard of medium weight cotton or linen fabric for waistband (keep in mind 

this will be seen on both sides of the skirt) 
matching thread 
patterns will be available for purchase by instructor (not required) 
 
BACK TO SCHOOL SHIFT DRESS  
Required:  
3 yards of fabric (cotton or linen fabric recommended) 
1 yard of 1/4" elastic 
matching thread 
Chic & Simple Sewing by Christine Haynes (pattern is inside the book) 

SUNDAY DRESS 
Required:  
4 yards of fabric (cotton or linen fabric recommended) 
matching thread

Mail Sack pattern 
materials for large size sack, as listed on pattern 
 
COIN STACKED BABY QUILT 
Required: 
48 “coins” – strips of variety of quilting weight fabrics that measure 6” x 2.5” (cut  

before class) 
3/4 yards of solid quilting weight fabric for the sashing & framing 
3/4 yards of quilting weight fabric for back 
28” x 40” piece of batting 
1/4 yard of fabrics of choice for binding 
thread that matches the binding 
thread for piecing and quilting 

IMPROVISATIONAL QUILT BLOCK PIECING  
Required:   
variety of fabrics to make a few quilt blocks.  
 

 
HAND SEWN ANIMALS 
Required: 
$5 project pattern kit 
2 sheets of brown felt 
matching brown thread
